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In the Preface to this book, he states that he wanted to write in a clear and simple way about
everyday life and people. The human memory is the key to his poetics, because he believes
that it allows us to keep our understanding of the world fresh and alive.

‘Art for art’s sake’ became the phrase for the age. He coined the term ‘pathetic fallacy’ in this
book. It is a literary term for the attributing of human emotion and conduct to things found in
nature that are not human.

The hero of this drama, the Prince of Denmark, has to face the fact that his father, the king,
has been murdered by his own brother, Claudius, who is now the king; and the hero’s mother
