#¢In addition to the Japanese nationals, foreign nationals can only apply if they fall into one of the following categories 1.
to 4. When applying, you will be required to submit a copy of your residence card or a copy of your residence card
showing your status of residence and period of stay through the school you are studying at (or the school you attended).
1. Legal special permanent resident
2. Those whose status of residence is ‘permanent resident’(eijyusya), ‘spouse or child of Japanese national’ or ‘spouse or child of
‘permanent resident’.
3. Those whose status of residence is ‘Long term resident’ (feijyusya) and who intend to live in Japan permanently in the future.
4. Those whose status of residence is ‘Dependent’(kazokutaizai) and meeting following criteria;
a. Those who first entered japan before graduating from elementary school in Japan
b. Those who graduated Junior High School in Japan
c. Those who graduated Japanese Highschool in Japan
d. Those who wish to work and settle in Japan after graduating the Graduate School.

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The amount is 25,000 yen per one month. (for half period: 150,000 yen)

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The eligibility for the scholarship is to be Japanese* master’s students enrolled in the
Graduate School of Practice and Innovation for Smart Society, Hiroshima University within
the standard period of study.

Even adult students who have salary income are eligible for this scholarship. Before
submitting the request forms, confirm your company’s regulations.
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Even for the students stated above, this scholarship is not eligible for those who receive a
non-refundable scholarship or research scholarship whose monthly amount is exceeding
100,000 yen from the national or local governments, corporations, or foreign governments etc.

Even after the scholarship grant is approved, the payment may be suspended and the
recipient may be required to return the scholarship by the decision of the graduate school in
the following cases;

2) In the case that any actions stipulated in Article 5 of the Hiroshima University Student
Disciplinary Regulations are observed
3) If the recipient’s academic performance has declined or the recipient is deemed to be of
poor conduct
