Our research focuses on understanding how microorganisms interact with each other, with their symbiotic hosts and with the environment, both experimentally and
through big data analysis. In particular, we focus on the relationship between climate change and microbes (infectious diseases), genomic dynamics of pathogenic
microbes in habitats, and pathogenic microbes and antibiotic resistance in aquaculture. In this framework, we will focus on: 1) homeostasis mechanisms through the
analysis of microbial community (microbiome) dynamics in the environment using large DNA sequence data analysis and bioinformatics; ii) definition of abnormal
and normal states through microbial interaction analysis and holobiome analysis; and iii) the experimental study of bacterial evolution and diversity using comparative
(meta)genomic and epigenomic analysis. iii) experimental and bioinformatics studies of microbial evolution and diversity by comparative (metagenomic) and
epigenomic analyses, iv) basic research on the design of environments with artificial mixtures of microorganisms, and v) the search for useful microorganisms
(especially, bacteria) from the environment (bioaerosols), which is so called bioprospecting.
