(5) Have completed the course(s) provided by the United Nations University and re-
ceived a Degree Certificate equivalent to a Master’s degree.

(6) Have completed the curricula of a foreign school, an educational facility as desig-
nated in (4), or the United Nations University; passed a test and review as spec-
ified in Article 16 Section 2 of the Standards for the Establishment of the Gradu-
ate Schools; and, deemed to have academic ability greater than or equal to a Mas-
ter's degree.

(7) Have been designated by the Minister.

(8) Are at least 24 years of age and recognized in an individual review of admission
eligibility carried out by the Hiroshima University Graduate School as having ac-
ademic abilities equal to or greater than a holder of a Master's or professional
degree. (In this case, please contact to the application submission address at
least two months prior to the first day of the application period.)
