ability, and aptitude.

2. Evaluation Criteria

(1) The results of the Document Review and the Oral Examination will be evaluated in scale of three level
indicated below and the grade of C is considered “fail”.

A Excellent (Most Appropriate for Enroliment)
B Good (Appropriate for Enrollment)
C Poor (Inappropriate for Enrollment)

(2) Those who have passed both the Document Review and the Oral Examination will be successful applicants.

3. Announcement of Admission

Announcement of admission for April 2025 enrollment will be on December 20, 2024(tentative schedule).
Announcement of admission for October 2025 enroliment will be on June 23, 2025(tentative schedule).

A written notice will be sent to all successful applicants on the announcement day. Telephone/E-mail inquiries
will not be answered.

V1. Enrollment Procedure

2. Fees
Enrollment Fee: ¥ 282,000
