(2) Those who have passed both the Document Review and the Oral Examination will be successful applicants.

3. Announcement of Admission
Announcement of admission for April 2026 enrollment will be on December19, 2025(tentative schedule).
Announcement of admission for October 2026 enrollment will be on June 22, 2026(tentative schedule).
