Why don’t you become an academic? | Prof. YOSHINAKA Nobuhito

The problems facing our society today are becoming increasingly complex and diverse. In times like these, it is essential to have a broad
perspective while also possessing in-depth specialised skills. The Law and Politics Program at the Graduate School of Humanities and Social
Sciences trains professionals who can conduct in-depth research on specific themes. With a full complement of staff who specialise in
sociology as well as law and political science, we conduct research centred on small-group seminars. You can earn a master’s degree and
take your analytical skills to the next level in society, or you can proceed to the Doctoral Course and earn a PhD to become a university
professor. The legal profession typically encompasses judges, prosecutors, and barristers. However, it is sometimes referred to as the “four
legal professions” with the addition of researchers at universities and other institutions. Why not aim to become an academic in not only
law but also political science and sociology?
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In the Law and Politics Program, we are seeking students who have a strong
motivation and passion to pursue the following objectives and who have the
fundamental academic abilities required to achieve them:

1. Acquisition of, in addition to a wide range of general knowledge, a high level
of knowledge and research skills in law, political science, international relations,
sociology and other related fields with the eventual aim of playing an active role
in a government office, private company, NPO, or medical setting or of going on
to the doctoral course.

To accept these students, the Law and Politics Program holds an entrance
examination comprising an interview, an academic ability test, an external exam,
and so on to conduct a multidimensional and comprehensive evaluation, based
on its diploma policy and curriculum policy.
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The Law and Politics Program will award either a Master of Laws or a Master
of Philosophy, according to the type of research theme or the area of
specialization, to a student who has acquired the capabilities described below,
earned the required credits, and passed the master’s thesis and final examination
or the qualifying examination for research in the doctoral course:

(1) A high level of knowledge and skills related to analysis of issues facing
Japanese and international societies and social research

(2) A high level of knowledge and skills related to case study analysis/current
status analysis to solve a specific social issue and the development of strategy
(3) Wide and profound knowledge, as well as a broad point of view, that is not
limited to within a narrow specialized area

(4) The ability to apply sophisticated logical thinking when encountering
unfamiliar situations, and the ability to identify problems based on an assessment
of multiple points of view

(5) The ability to take action, as a member of a team comprised of varied
specialists, in order to solve a wide array of social issues

(6) Awareness of his / her mission as and high ethical practices and standards
expected of a master’s degree holder
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(1) This Program systematically offers specialized subjects that enable students
to acquire specialized knowledge and abilities in law, political science, sociology
and related interdisciplinary and integrated disciplinary areas.

(2) This Program offers the required subjects for graduate schools for students to
develop wide and deep knowledge and foster the ambition to create “science for
sustainable development.” It also offers the common graduate education subjects
for this Graduate School, in order to develop a shared point of view and an
understanding of human science, social science, and education science.

(3) To access fundamental knowledge in a field other than their own major to
develop a broad vision and the ability to think from multiple points of view,
students are required to take classes outside their own area of specialization or
major.

(4) To enable students to develop the capability to identify and solve issues from
a wide perspective, this Program offers a special research project under the
guidance of a supervisor and two or more subadvisors, including a member of the
faculty whose specialist area is other than that of the supervisor.
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The Department has academic exchange with well-known universities and
research institutions across the world, and the faculty and students actively
participate in exchange programs, lectures, international symposia, and more The
Department’s academic exchange partners include, in China : Zhejiang University,
Shandong University, China University of Political Science and Law, China Foreign
Affairs University, Huadong University of Political Science and Law, Southwest
University of Political Science and Law, Dalian University, University of International
Relations, Shanghai Academy of Social Sciences; in Taiwan:Chengchi University;
in France:University of Tours, University of Burgundy; and in Iltaly:University of
Perugia.

In addition, the University has concluded DDP  (Double Degree Program)
agreements with Capital Normal University, Beijing International Studies University,
Zhengzhou University, China Foreign Affairs University in China, and Dong Hwa
University, Chengchi University in Taiwan.

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Hiroshima University has 10,600 undergraduate students, 4,600 graduate
students and 3,500 staff members. It welcomes some 1,800 international students
from 96 countries. The University libraries possess a total of about 3.41 million
books and serve as fully equipped academic databases for the HU students.

Among Japan’s national universities, HU is noted for its outstanding scale and
excellent research environments. Students in the Graduate School of Humanities
and Social Sciences are allowed to take courses at other graduate schools, thereby
enriching their studies and research by drawing on HU’s strengths as a large-scale
academic institution truly deserving to be called a university.

In 2023, the Law and Politics Program of the Division of Humanities and Social
Sciences, Graduate School of Humanities and Social Sciences, Hiroshima University
was relocated from Higashi-Hiroshima City (with a population of about 190,000),
which houses the main campus of Hiroshima University, to the Higashi-Senda
campus situated in the central part of Hiroshima City (with a population of about
1.18 million).

The Higashi-Senda campus has about 1,000 undergraduate students and 200
graduate students, including around 150 international students.

The Law and Politics Program provides laboratories for graduate students in a
new building, with each lab being shared by several graduate students. In the lab,
equipped with an Internet environment, students can engage in research activities
at any time day or night.

In terms of accommodation, many students rent housing near the Higashi-Senda
campus. Around the University, there are many facilities, including a park, a
shopping center, and restaurants, offering a comfortable living environment.

I'm interested in addressing issues associated with the present unstable
international situations by taking advantage of the specialized knowledge | acquired as
an undergraduate student in China. In the entrance exam program offered by the Law
and Politics Program of Hiroshima University Graduate School, | was drawn to the
exam system for applicants from Beijing. After the University's study-abroad seminar
and preliminary screening, | entered the Master's Course, and after the completion of
the Master's Course, | went on to the Doctoral Course to become a researcher. While
on the Doctoral Course, | participated in an internship at the United Nations Institute for
Training and Research (UNITAR) Office in Hiroshima, in which | gained valuable
experience engaging in various activities, such as writing articles in English and
translating texts into Japanese, as a public relations member.

A major reason why | decided to study at a graduate school of Hiroshima University
was that, as an undergraduate student in China, | had studied as an exchange student
on the Higashi-Hiroshima campus. This experience assured that | would be able to
lead a fulfilling academic life there due to its favorable environment. In April 2023, the
Law and Politics Program was relocated to the Higashi-Senda campus in the central
part of Hiroshima City, where | engage in rewarding research activities in a new
building while enjoying a comfortable urban life. In addition, Hiroshima University
provides a variety of student support programs, including exemption from admission
and tuition fees, and scholarships sponsored by various organizations.

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Professor Tezuka has been conducting research on legal theory regarding the resolution of conflicts between efficiency in administrative
functions and justice, referring to administrative tax law. His research interests also include corporate tax reform from the perspective of economic
revitalization. He conducts research not only from a legal perspective but also from the viewpoints of economics and other neighboring disciplines.
He is also working to develop a legal theory concerning policymaking (legislative process, legal policy).

#¥% Professor gf; FlIZE;% Criminal Law
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Professor Yoshinaka’s teaching and research interests encompass general issues in criminal law, particularly the treatment of offenders. Recently, the scope of his
research interest has been expanded to include — in addition to criminology, international criminal law and criminal procedure law — criminal law, with the theory of
complicity as an axis, by looking at victimology, criminal prevention and issues related to corporate criminal law mainly in Italy after the Parmalat incident. As methodology
for research, he places importance on a comparative perspective. He examines not only literature in Japan but also documents written in English, French, German or Italian.

He also has wide experience in teaching law in foreign languages, mainly in English and French. In this class, students engage in discussions in foreign languages. His
research interests also include treatment of offenders in society and comparative youth justice, particularly research on juvenile laws in the UK, Germany and France with
a focus on probation systems. Recently, he has also been interested in historical ways of studying and especially seeks the origins of the “Parens Patriae” doctrine.

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Associate Professor Inoue’s teaching and research goal is to define the role of a nation and create a constitutional theory that restrains
government power. To do this, it is necessary to seriously question the significance of freedom. In this class, students approach the issue of creating
a constitutional theory that restrains government power from the viewpoint of Libertarianism and the Austrian School of Economics. Social order is
indeed the result of human actions, but not an intended result. This class considers constitutional law that is consistent with such order. Students
also need to study what the use of government power is.

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Professor Mousourakis’ research interests span a wide range of subject areas, such as comparative law, international criminal law, philosophy
of criminal law, international human rights, legal theory and legal history. His recent research focuses especially on the history, epistemology and
methodology of comparative law, transmigration of laws, international penal policy, theories of responsibility in international criminal law and
alternative dispute resolution systems. Dr. Mousourakis has published widely and has directed or taken part in international research projects
concerning law and other social sciences.
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Associate Professor Takada specializes in intellectual property law and law on gender equality. She is currently engaging in parent-child law in
the context of diversifying parent-child relationships. The environment surrounding children is increasingly diversified due to various factors,
including parental divorce, reproduction using assisted reproduction technologies, and social care. She pursues the principles of family law in order

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Assistant Professor Karashima specializes in research on public law and constitutional law. His particular interest is in the principle of equality.
He has conducted research on the approaches and standards of courts to the examination of constitutional violations concerning the principle of
equality, with reference to discussions in Germany—including precedents rendered by the German Constitutional Court, German theories, and their
historical progress—from the perspective of comparative law.

In education, he gives consideration to present-day issues, with a focus on traditional judicially created doctrines and theories in the studies of
public law.

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(1)Analysis of the relationship between the family system and the religion system in Japanese society today and the mechanism of its changes.
Consideration is also given to how to objectively recognize trends (analysis of changing trends based on statistical data), understanding the
underlying reason for such changes, and identification of issues to be tackled.

(2)Research into Emile Durkheim’s and his school’s sociological theories — particularly understanding of mutual penetration and dissociation of
functional approach and historical approach and recategorization of sociological causes for suicides.

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(1) Assistant Professor Sun’s primary research interest focuses on the history of legal systems in East Asia. Her particular interest is in a comparative
study of Ritsuryo systems between Japan and the Tang Dynasty of China. In addition to the historical backgrounds of legal systems, she gives
consideration to issues related to today's criminal policy from a historical perspective. In education, she considers various aspects of criminal policy,
including arguments for and against the abolition of the death penalty, measures to prevent repeat offenses, and victim-assistance systems.

(2) She also engages in research on marriage forms among ethnic minorities in China and a comparative study of ancient legislation concerning
family relationships between Japan and China.

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= Professor Nagayama’s primary research interest lies in theoretical analysis of nationalism, national security, and international relations in East Asia.
{rﬂ‘ ; ; In this class, students need to choose a topic related to those issues, closely examine them to deepen their understanding and engage in discussions on

choices of individual countries in East Asia.

For example, the topics chosen may include conflict in security between Japan and China, East China Sea and South China Sea issues, military
strategies of Japan, the US and China and their mutual relationship, the Japan-US alliance and domestic politics of Japan, the North Korean regime and
nuclear crisis, and grassroots nationalism of Japan, China and South Korea and their relations with neighboring countries. China’s policies and systems
will also be examined through a comparative study of cases in former communist countries.

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[Education] Class is conducted under the theme of exploring political conditions necessary for developing countries to participate in the creation of

international order. Students need to read relevant literature and write research papers.

[Research] Professor Yoshida’s research interests center on the issue of how developing countries can play an effective role in constructing the

structure of international politics and the issue of how the federal system or local governments with a high degree of autonomy can contribute to the

political stability of an ethnically and religiously diverse country. To approach these issues, he looks at foreign and domestic affairs of South Asian
. countries — India and Pakistan in particular — in a broader context of an international context.

(2) In terms of joint research, he is also working on civil servant personnel affairs, the social implementation of engineering knowledge, and a survey
of senior government officials.

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Associate Professor Chokyu specializes in international political economy. Her special research interest lies in analysis of economic/trade
negotiations and relevant policymaking processes. In this lecture, she teaches analytical procedures based on the theories of international political
economy. Other topics taken up in class are free-trade talks, including those under the Free Trade Agreement (FTA) and the World Trade Organization
(WTO0), and economic integration in the Asia-Pacific region centering on the US and Japan.
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Graduates from the Department of Law and Politics mainly follow three career paths—finding employment at either a private company or government office, or enrolling
in a doctoral program. In the private sector, the Department's graduates have found employment, and are actively working in such diverse industries as finance, insurance,
services, manufacturing, wholesale and retail, medical and welfare, and education and learning support. In the public sector, many graduates, after passing a civil service
examination, become national government workers at various ministries and agencies, court officials, or local government workers at prefectural or municipal offices in many
parts of the country. Some students enroll in doctoral programs to continue their studies with the aim of becoming university researchers. What is outstanding about the career
paths of the Department's graduates is that many international students who have come to Japan to study also find employment at Japanese companies in Japan as well as at
Japanese-affiliated companies in their home countries. The Department also has many working adult students whose professions require them to further their studies in law.

As discussed above, various career opportunities are available for the Department's students, depending on their goals and interests.

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(1)Associate Professor Yukawa's primary research interest focuses on changes in the relations among the three countries of Japan, the United States
and Britain, each of which had different interests in China, in the interwar period — particularly how Japan’s diplomatic strategy toward China in the
1930s influenced the phenomenon of the US and Britain coming closer to China in the late 1930s, which had been discussed so far centering on
Germany.

(2)He also engages in research on Japanese diplomacy in the 1950s, especially its neutral foreign relations policy.

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In terms of education, we examine the changes in social structure of modern Japan, the resulting transformation in people’s living structures, as
well as the nature of social support for people facing difficulties in their daily lives from a sociological and welfare sociological perspective.

In terms of research, we examine the reality of social exclusion in modern Japan and the current situation, as well as the challenges involved in
achieving social inclusion, using the example of support for unemployed young people. We also position various efforts toward achieving social
inclusion as a methodology for maintaining and building social solidarity, and examine the nature of social solidarity in modern Japan.

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[Education] Students are expected to read literature related to Japanese politics and the political process, such as the electoral system and voting
behavior, and discuss the significance, contribution, and issues of the literature they read.
