1. Submission Procedure 
 All applicants must obtain consent from their prospective supervisor in advance to apply for the Graduate 

School of Humanities and Social Sciences. After that, applicants are required to apply using “online 

application system”, and send the necessary documents. 

(Partially online application hereinafter referred to as “online application”) 

 

Online Application 

1)Enter your personal information. 

2) Pay the application fee, 30,000 yen. 

3) All application documents must be either sent by mail or delivered in person. 

 
Note: The online application, i.e., entering the necessary information on the website and paying the 

application fee, is only the initial registration process, and does not complete the application procedure. The 

application procedure must be completed by either sending, or delivering in person, all the necessary 

application documents by the due date to the support office (the aforementioned address). Application 

documents must arrive within the specified period at the support office. A fully paper-based application 

without registering the online application is not be accepted in this graduate school. 

(1) Application time period: 

Applicants must complete all of the above procedures (from 1 to 3 in (1)) within the application period.

* The uploaded photo, which will be used for identification at the examination, will be also used for your 

student ID card after enrollment and will be maintained in the university’s educational system until 

graduation. 

Therefore, please upload a photo appropriate for use after enrollment as well. 

Once uploaded, your photo may not be replaced. 

A fee of JPY 1,000 will be charged for changing the content of your student ID card (photo and your name) 

after enrollment. 

 

Step 6: Payment of application fee (JPY 30,000) 

Select the payment method for the application fee from among the following options. 

For applications from outside Japan, only credit card payments can be accepted.

● Convenience Store, Banking institution ATM 【Pay-easy】, and Internet banking (NOT available from 

outside Japan)

Step 7: Initial registration process complete (Your application is NOT completed yet.)

You can also check the number 

in the registration completion mail. The Registration Number is needed for confirming the application 

details later, and for sending the application documents by post. 

 

Step 8: Submission of application documents through registered mail or in person 

Prepare an envelope that accommodates A-4 size documents for sending application documents. Write the 

Registration Number, the postal code, address, and the name of the applicant on the envelope. If you submit 

the application documents in person, application documents are accepted from 8:30 to 17:00 on a weekday. 

Please note that the office is closed on Saturday, Sunday, and national holidays. If you are applying from 

outside Japan, please send the envelope containing all the necessary documents via a registered airmail such 

as Express Mail Service (EMS) to the following address.

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７ Student Selection Method (Academic Examinations) 

 

General Selection 
Selection is based upon a comprehensive evaluation of an Academic Ability Test (Oral Test), Foreign 

Language Ability (Oral Test), Academic Transcripts, Master's Thesis, and Research Proposal. 

(1) Academic Ability Test (Oral Test) 

    Your Academic Supervisor will contact you regarding the date and time. 

Details will be provided on the day of the test. 

    Your motivation and desire to enter graduate school, basic knowledge of research, etc. will be graded. 

 (2) Foreign Language Ability (Oral Test) 

Foreign Language 

Ability (100 points) 

Please select one foreign language required for your research, such as English, 

German, French, Chinese, Korean, or Japanese. However, this excludes your 

mother tongue. The mother tongue here refers to the language that you primarily 

use on a daily basis. 

You can submit score certificates for 1 to 4 below as reference materials for the 

foreign language (oral exam). Please note that your academic supervisor may 

request you to submit the relevant reference materials. 

Please consult with your supervisor in advance regarding the foreign language you 

will choose and the reference materials you will submit. 

1. If you are taking the Test in English: TOEIC®-Public Test or TOEIC®-IP,
