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My pleasure to greet all of you in IDEC through this News
Letter. I am Mari Katayanagi, joined Peace and Coexistence
Course in April this year. I am going to teach “Conflict
Resolution” and “Law and Human Rights” in the second
semester.

My career to date was a journey between research and
practice. I spent approximately ten years in the Balkans,
working for a UN peacekeeping mission, Embassy of Japan,
and then an international organization, called Office of the
High Representative (OHR), which was involved in peace-
building of Bosnia and Herzegovina. In the Embassy, my
major work focused on grassroot/human security projects,
mainly for income generation of returnee communities. In
the OHR, I was political advisor in the Parliament and
Government Section.

In terms of an academic discipline, I am specialized in
international law, particularly international human rights law.
However, I have worked in the area where law and politics
meet, both in academic and practical arenas. The reason was
that I was more interested in how to realize what law pro-
vides for, than technical aspects of law.

Back in Japan in autumn 2009, I spent four years in JICA
Research Institute and was involved in two international
research projects: prevention of violent conflicts in Africa,
and land and property problems in conflict affected coun-
tries. The former focused on horizontal inequalities (inequali-
ties between identity groups), political institutions and peo-
ple’s perception. The latter assessed peacebuilding of several

countries from the angle of land and property problems.

Both were in purview of the relationship between peace and
development, and the research led to policy recommenda-
tions.

Peacebuilding has been criticized for being framed as tech-
nical endeavors. For myself, peace is what people whom I
have met in the field had enjoyed, lost, and were trying to
retrieve. It is also what Japan had lost once, recovered and is
determined to maintain. While theories are important in our
research work, peace is a matter of life for human being. I
have learned its real sense in my fieldwork and such recogni-
tion therefore is the basis of my teaching activities.

There have been no discoveries of a magic wand in conflict
resolution and peacebuilding, despite progress of research in
the area. In the world of incessant conflicts, we are obliged to
continue our search. I am looking forward to developing new
perspectives and ideas with students from different parts of
the world. I appreciate this opportunity provided by the
IDEC.
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To all members in IDEC, nice to meet you. I am Takeshi
Igawa who moved from the Institute for Amphibian Biology,
Graduate School of Science in this university in this April.

After taking my Ph.D. in this university, | had engaged in a
study of human evolution for one year, but except it, continu-
ously have worked for variety of studies related to amphibian
evolution and diversities. While somebody may wonder “why
are you studying frogs?”, it is important at a point to discover
a common principle of evolutionary genetics through the
frog studies from scientific viewpoints. Frogs are neighbor-
hood of us, humans and have commonalities in various mean-
ings. In evolutionary history of organisms, amphibians are
the first vertebrate which adapt to terrestrial life from aquatic
life and have homogeneous internal organs and skeleton to
mammalian one. They are also physically near to us and shar-
ing the same ecosystems with us, inhabiting near to the
water sources and agricultural fields which are important for
our life. Some frog species are believed to spread distribution
along with the transmission of agricultural culture.
Therefore, it is not an exaggeration to say that humans and
amphibians are coexistent and codependent each other.

In recent, I have engaged population genetics of endan-
gered amphibians endemic to South-Western Islands, such as
Okinawa and Amami Islands in Japan. By these research
works, it was realized that amphibians are very sensitive to
environmental changes. Actually, numerous cases of extinc-
tion of amphibian species due to the changing environment
such as global warming and rapid development have been
reported in the world. Because of above mentioned their sim-

ilarity with us and such high sensitivity of environment,
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amphibians should be one of the most ideal animal to moni-
tor the environmental changes and its effect to our life space.

This year is the 50th anniversary after d. Dr. Rachel
Carson who wrote down a famous enlightenment book “a
silent spring”. However, the environmental issues still exist in
developing country. While I have already started the several
research works on these countries with cooperative
researchers since the former position, I would like to expand
and apply my research works toward development the envi-
ronmental indices using amphibian biodiversity and contrib-
ute sustainable growth of these countries and IDEC. Finally, I
am also developing myself, so I would like to learn many
things from all of the staffs and students in IDEC. Thank you

for your support in advance!.
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Nice to meet you. | am Hajime Seya, a new assistant
professor, who joined IDEC in this April. My field of
expertise is geographic information science and urban
transportation planning. So far I especially worked on
statistical analyses of spatial data, sometimes with using GIS.

With focusing spatial aspects of our own data or combining
them to the existing spatial dataset, sometimes we can
expand our research in many direction. However, I feel that
currently we provide fairly few opportunities to learn GIS in
IDEC. Hence in the near future, I am hoping to teach more
and more students the possibility, usefulness, and fun of GIS.

With regard to research supervision, I personally put an
importance on student’s improvement of logical thinking
ability. Logical thinking ability is the most important ability as
an adult member of society, regardless of country and types
of job. I think researching process is one of the best chance
to improve our logical thinking ability. I, as a teacher, make
my best effort to let our students feel that their logical
thinking ability have been improved when they graduate
from IDEC. Finally as a researcher, my personal aim is to
publish our work in high impact journals such as Nature/
Science within my tenure of four years. Unfortunately
however, it is very difficult to make a big scientific discovery
in our urban-transportation field, and honestly speaking
currently I have no good idea to do this. So, through the
fantastic discussions with stuffs and students, I am looking
forward to the time when some novel idea coming to me
suddenly !

Sustainability of rural communities is threatened by a
plethora of factors including climate change and disasters
which interact in an intricate manner in making rural people
vulnerable and poor. These issues are usually treated as sepa-
rate themes by many researches with weak linkages with one
another. Policy proposals emanating from such academic out-
puts are usually disjointed and incomprehensible to policy
makers, thereby not likely to be implemented. This book
intends to empirically account these challenges of rural
development, together with some proposed actions and poli-
cy solutions, into a coherent writing piece that is accessible
to development practitioners, policymakers, researchers, stu-
dents and the public alike.

Thus, this book comprises ten chapters hinging on above
mentioned issues of agricultural development challenges,
governance and capacity building issues in rural areas, inno-
vative livelihood and agricultural innovation adoption by
farmers spanning five countries (Bangladesh, Ghana,
Indonesia, Kyrgyzstan and Nepal). It reveals how rural com-
munities are functioning and earning their livelihoods by
making the best use of the resources, local/internal, or
external/new, and the combination of the two to counteract
the various challenges they face, with the ultimate goal of
becoming resilient to local or global shocks and sustaining
that resilience. Local governance is identified as crucial in
ensuring sustainable livelihoods as it ensures healthy collab-
oration between communities, on the one hand, and civil
society and those communities, on the other hand, in promot-
ing self-sustaining development trajectories. Similarly, the
role of social capital is not ignored as it brings in community
drive and a sense of purpose, direction, and solidarity among
community members which facilitates problem solving in
periods of crises and disasters.

This book makes use of many figures tables and photos

and explains analytical results in detail for easier understand-
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ing of the issues. Hence, this book will fulfill the needs of the
people seeking to understand the issues of communities and
livelihood strategies in developing countries. It could be used
as a course material for graduate students in the fields relat-
ed to development studies. It is a rare book worth reading by
all the people, including beginners, researchers and policy

makers.
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Hiroshima University, together with the UNESCO-APEID
Associated Center, has been organizing international
seminars on educational development annually since 1987.
This time, for sixth consecutive year, it was organized a
seminar on the designated program area of “Teacher
Education”, from March 30 to April 1, 2014. This seminar,
held in the Graduate School for International Development
and Cooperation (IDEC), was the sixth in the series of the
8th Cycle (2008 —2013) of APEID.

This year’s UNESCO-APEID Hiroshima Seminar focused
on “Identifying the Issue and Trend in Lesson Study around
the World”. During the three days the seminar was held, it
was attended by 61 persons, including the presenters.

In the opening ceremony, the initial remarks were made by
Dr. Masaki Sakakoshi (Vice President of Hiroshima Univ.),
followed by Dr. Akimasa Fujiwara (Dean of IDEC, Hiroshima
Univ.), Dr. Hideo Ikeda (Chairperson, Hiroshima Univ.
UNESCO-APEID Project Committee), and Ms. Lay Cheng
Tan (UNESCO Bangkok Office).

In the Seminar, the current status of lesson study in seven
countries (Bangladesh, Cambodia, Indonesia, Mongolia,
Philippines, Singapore and Thailand), as well as the role of
lesson study in each country’s teacher education, was
reported. After each presentation, the participants
exchanged ideas on the challenges to implement better
models of lesson study. The last day of the seminar, Mr.
Atsushi Matachi, Senior Advisor of JICA, conducted a special
lecture entitled “JICA’s Experience in Projects for Lesson
Study in Africa”.
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[Grants — in — Aid for Scientific Research (A)
FY2014.— FY2016] has started.
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This research project investigates a sustainable
neighborhood transportation planning theoretically and
empirically by measuring and evaluating “Quality of
Mobility” of residents in newtowns over the world, which
vary according to lifecycle stages from growth, decline to
regeneration. QOM is defined here as a measure that any
residents can participate freely in social activities. The

project succeeds the past project on “New neighborhood

transportation planning in aged new towns  (Grants-in-Aid
for Scientific Research (B) FY2011-FY2013: (PI: Akimasa
Fujiwara)).

Whereas the former project primarily focused on social
exclusion problem of elderly in Japan and tried to solve by
promoting Personal Mobility Vehicles (i.e. motorized
scooters for personal uses), this project expands its coverage
to developing cities where the similar problem will appear
within a couple of decades. Moreover, supposing
bidirectional propagation of mobility policies between
developed and developing cities, a comprehensive
neighborhood transportation planning from shortterm and
long-term aspects will be proposed.

At the first project year in FY2014, as a fundamental study,
we plan to conduct field surveys at selected preceding
newtowns in developed European and Japanese cities that
have partially solved the above problem. This results in a
development of QOM evaluation model based on the
capability approach (Seen, 1981). The model will be applied
to evaluate the QOM of 26 world cities at the different stages.

It should be noted that the 4 out of 7 project members
consist of professors graduated from IDEC, and besides,
many IDEC alumni working at governments and research

institutes in developing countries will support the field

surveys.
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Goto Laboratory has been conducted policy studies from
economic perspectives with individuals' preference and
households’ behavioral data towards resolutions of various
policy issues that developing countries face. Especially, in
recent years, the number of members who conduct house-
hold surveys to collect their own data have been increasing.

Our laboratory is multinational: As August of 2014,
Bangladeshi, Chinese, Indonesian, Laotian, Myanmar, and
Japanese are enrolled each one person. Three master course
students who are expected to graduate in September 2014
have studied about “the impact of microfinance on house-
holds in Myanmar,” “households’ behavior towards climate
disaster in coastal area in Bangladesh with field economic
experiments for the revealed the risk preference” and “deter-
minants of job and housing location decision in Jabotabek.”
Other two members who study about the impacts of microfi-
nance on rural households in Laos and Bangladesh are going
to conduct the household survey during the summer vaca-
tion. The other member is studying how the public debt will
affect on economic growth of Sri Lanka with econometric
methods.

To complete individual research missions through seminar
activities, the members are expected to acquire scientific
research abilities and advanced communication skills for poli-

cy issue-solving.

HEF Date: March 25, 2014

Peacebuilding, which is located in post-conflict context and
one that seeks to address deep-rooted underlying causes of
conflict rather than deal only with the visible violence, has
been widely debated since it was outlined in An Agenda for
Peace report at the UN. Recent trends favour adopting multi-
faceted, multi-agency, system-wide approaches. But

while experts seek to privilege one approach over the other
justifying it as better in deconstructing a conflict or for

evolving peacebuilding strategies, several elements of these
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approaches continue to fuse and overlap which actually
complements each of them in providing a holistic picture
thereby generating effective skills and tool-kits that suit
conflicts which remain strongly contextual to their space and
time. Effective peacebuilding approach must be grounded in
wider and deeper understanding about the parties to conflict,
be sensitive to their history and society as also their political
and strategic culture. In operational terms, successful
peacebuilding presupposes national ownership and a clear
division of labour between national leadership and various
international actors and agencies. Given its evolutionary
nature, these approaches also need to be innovative to face
evolving real time challenges.

In the end, peacebuilding requires huge staying power in
terms of commitment, resources and patience as processes
involved continue to be long-drawn and piecemeal for it seeks
