Our research focuses on macroeconomic policy issues
especially on monetary and financial sector policies in
developing countries. The students’ thesis topics include
monetary and fiscal policy, financial sector stability and
development, balance of payments and exchange rate
policies and international financial crisis.

I often remind students that the research must be
based on real economic condition in developing countries
as well as economic theory. Economic theory assumes
many important assumptions which may not be
applicable to developing countries. Markets are not well
developed and market mechanism does not often work
perfectly in developing countries. Simplistic approach to
apply theories without considering critical differences in
developing countries is misleading and even dangerous.
In the future, I hope our students will be able to identify
their economic issues and prescribe appropriate policies
based on the real economic condition.

Fire in the Earth System: Impacts and Feedbacks

BB Date: March 1, 2010

Wildfires are a significant determinant of ecological
succession, biogeochemical cycling, atmospheric
chemistry and land-atmosphere interactions. Globally,
wildfires consume about 5% of net annual terrestrial
primary production per annum, and release about 2-4 Pg
C per annum, of which approximately 0.6 PgC comes
from tropical deforestation and below-ground peat fires.
The global figure is equivalent to about 20-30% of global
emissions from fossil fuels.

This talk focuses on recent work to develop improved
prognostic fire models, from a better process-based
understanding of the three main precursors of fire,
namely: an ignition source, ample fuel, and suitably dry
fuel.

He emphasized inflation in Indonesia is
distinctive compare to other Asian countries in terms of
the involvement of numerous contributing factors and
the behavior of agents in the economy or their
expectations.

Intermediate Government and Social Binding: What the
Newars can Teach Us
HEF Date: April 22, 2010
The nature and scope of various institutions that mediate
power in a Society was discussed in this seminar
focusing Intermediate Government and Social Binding
among the Newars of the Nepal Valley. Perennially urban
in their outlook and under the monarchical rule for most
of their history, the Newars of the Nepal Valley have
developed elaborate functional complexes to engage with
the wider world. These complexes not only coordinate
public actions of many individuals, they also weather
arbitrary exercise of power by the elites. These
complexes are actualizations of a principle that govern
and protect the individuals, and their sovereignty is
neither derived from the secular and/or religious centers
of power but from the acts of binding of these
individuals. A historical ethnography of one such
complex located in Asan, Kathmandu for the period 1700
- 1900 was explored in detail to look at the actions of the
individuals within that institution so as to model
characteristics of the Intermediate Government and
organize social action for the public good today. The
presentation was followed by Q & A session in which
very interesting issues were discussed by the
participants that included visiting professors, IDEC staff
and Hiroshima University students.

Climate Change Impacts and Responses in Iligan City,
Philippines

HEF Date: May 18,2010

Iligan City. Philippines, is the most industrialized city of
the South. Like many other parts of the country, Iligan
City is among the most vulnerable to the impacts of
climate change. As manifested recently, occurrences of
extreme climatic events have serious negative impacts to
the environment and economy of the City. One way to
adapt to and mitigate climate change is through urban
forestry and green spaces. A limited assessment in terms
of the history, current management practices and the
degree of involvement of the government, citizen and
private sectors by reviewing existing policies on urban
green spaces was undertaken. Results showed that there
were no existing policies regarding urban green spaces
in Iligan City. In addition, the City has already
experienced several extreme climatic events such as
increased temperature, drought, typhoons, cyclones and
flooding which are the consequences of deforestation,
forest fragmentation, decreased biodiversity, soil erosion
and pollution. In response, the Iligan City government
has proposed the creation of The Iligan City
Environment Code of 2010. Also, the civil society
gathered to participate in many activities such as clean-
up drive, tree planting etc. to help address the concern of
climate change. The local citizens of Iligan City have
varying perceptions about the urban green spaces but
none perceived relations to climate change. Overall, the
city needs to improve policy making, must include urban
green areas and forestry in its environment code, do
more research on how to increase participation from the
local community, do more awareness drive and
collaborate with research funders and exchange
information with other institutions.

Peninsular Malaysia is endowed with diverse ecosystems
and species of flora and fauna. Some are endemic, rare
and unique to a particular area. Wildlife protected areas
are established to conserve and protect diversity and
uniqueness. The first was established in 1903 and to date
there are forty wildlife protected areas in the country.
Many however have been affected by human land use
activities. This is because of several factors such as
overlap management, development policy, boundary
demarcation and others. Unclear definition and no
systematic categorization of protected area in the
country are also contributed to the situation. This
eventually affects their capacity, effectiveness and
sustainability as protected areas for wildlife and other
natural resources.
