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Hello, everyone. My name is Keisuke Kawata who joined
the IDEC in last October. My research field is the Labor
Economics which is one of applied filed of the Economics.

The classical research objects of the Labor Economics are
labor issues, for example, wage inequality, unemployment,
and skill development. Moreover, in the modern Labor
Economics, a wide range of issues related with labor issues,
such as, education, poverty, and family issues are also impor-
tant research objects. In the modern Economics, the Labor
Economics plays an important role. This is because that there
are serious interactions between labor issues and some
important issues of Economics, such as, business cycle, glo-
balization, and regional differences. Consequently, it is impor-
tant for non-Labor Economists to study the Labor Economics.

Labor issues are also important in developing countries. In
historically, the rapidly economic growth has triggered
urbanization and the labor market expansion. Simultaneously,
it could lead to serious labor problems. To the sustainable
economic growth, we need to think to how to fix it.

Labor economists approach these problems using formal
theories and empirical methods. So, Mathematics and
Statistics are important foundations of the modern research.
You might think that it is an indirect way for problem resolu-
tion in real world to spend any time to study Mathematics
and Statistics. However, once you study it, your knowledge
can be applied to any problems.

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Hiroshima University has started the MEXT Program for
Leading Graduate Schools titled “Taoyaka Program for creat-
ing a flexible, enduring, peaceful society” in the Composite
Category (symbiotic multicultural society). IDEC has gained
extensive experience in practical education and research as
well as educational achievements in the fields of environ-
ment, education and peace in developing countries through
the 21st Century COE Program, Global Environmental
Leaders Education Program and G-ecbo Program. These
efforts have been well received and allow us to play a leading
role in this newly launched program.

The Taoyaka program is a five-year doctoral degree course

aiming to train human resources able to resolve multicultural
coexistence issues faced by disadvantaged areas throughout
the world, with the cooperation of domestic and international
academic institutions, companies and international coopera-
tion organizations. Based on regions’ unique societies and
cultures, which have grown diversely over time and space,
the required advanced science and technology should be
identified (developed) and nurtured (applied/implemented)
in the regions. In this way, we believe that a cycle of science
and technology, led by the culture of the region concerned,
will overcome issues and is the way forward for the creation
of a flexible, enduring, and peaceful society of coexistence.
We will train leaders who work closely with regions facing
problematic issues, develop proposals based on their needs,
expand the potential of state-of-the-art science and technolo-
gy and ensure that the appropriate advanced science and
technology is applied and implemented in onsite solutions.

The program consists of three courses of Cultural
Creation, Technical Creation and Social Implementation and
provides unique onsite education implemented in disadvan-
taged regions within and outside of Japan. The disadvantaged
areas covered as educational fields are south Asia centering
on India, and semi-mountainous regions in Japan. These two
disadvantaged regions share many common elements in
terms of the multicultural coexistence issues that they face.
Based on the constraints in the disadvantaged regions, stu-
dents mobilize their cross-disciplinary knowledge and tech-
nology about reverse innovation to create onsite solutions,
respecting the local society.

The educational fields will often coincide with areas in
which IDEC alumni are working. If you happen to encounter
program students in the field, please encourage and advise

them.
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The Peace and Human Security in Asia (the PAHSA), a
students’ exchange program (‘Campus Asia program’ funded
by Japan Society for the Promotion of Science [JSPS]), in
which Hiroshima University has a share, conducted
‘Hiroshima short study program (the Hiroshima program)’
from August 3rd to 14th, 2013 (for twelve days). The
Hiroshima program is a part of the long/short term students’
exchange programs, with collaboration among affiliated uni-
versities, into the students’ exchange program.

IDEC and Faculty of Law in Hiroshima University taking
the role in, invited twelve students who were selected by the
PAHSA for the Hiroshima program. Those participants came
from six universities (Chiang Mai University (2), De La Salle
University (3), Nanyang Technological University (2),
Pannasastra University of Cambodia (1), Universidade
Nacional Timor-Lorosa’e (2), and University of Syiah Kuala
).

The Hiroshima program provided variety of lectures
regarding human security as well as chance to visit to
Hiroshima Peace Memorial Museum, YAMATO Museum,
Miyajima site and so on. All the participants earnestly lis-
tened to the lecture by A-bomb survivor after their presence
to the peace memorial ceremony on August 6th.

On the other hand, the PAHSA also provided ‘Manila
short study program’ in September 2013, which three stu-
dents of IDEC participated. The PAHSA plans to conduct
short study programs in Nagasaki and Chang Mai separately
in FY2014.

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Pre-seminar commemorating the 20th anniversary of the
founding of IDEC

“International cooperation towards the future”

During the 7th Hiroshima University Homecoming Day on
November 2, 2013, a Pre-seminar to commemorate the 20th
anniversary of the founding of IDEC was held from 13:30 to
15:30 in the Large Conference Room at IDEC. There were 23
participants in attendance and a panel discussion was held
with four invited former deans of IDEC: Prof. Emeritus Dr.
Shoichi Yamashita, Prof. Emeritus Dr. Shuichi Nakayama,
Prof. Emeritus Dr. Kimio Saito and Prof. Hideo Ikeda. The
discussion panel was presided over by incumbent dean, Prof.
Akimasa Fujiwara.

During the first part of the seminar, Prof. Akimasa
Fujiwara explained the current state of IDEC with a report
which had been presented at a Ministerial Hearing on
Redefining the Mission of the Graduate School at Japan’s
Ministry of Education, Culture, Sports, Science and
Technology. IDEC’s outstanding achievements and future
issues were comprehensively reported in the fields of educa-
tion, research and social contribution.

The former deans commented in turn after the report.
IDEC’s accomplishments in the past two decades in educa-
tion and research fields were highly evaluated, as represent-
ed by the establishment of a center for education and
research toward developing a low carbon society in Asia and
expansion of the Zambia program to other universities. Next
in the discussion, the panel identified areas for improvement.

Issues raised included responses to opinions and requests

from alumni for a precise and fair recognition of credit; the
need to restructure cross-departmental organization in edu-
cation and research; the need of proactive involvement in
Japanese undergraduates’ education by providing courses in
English.

Furthermore, the panelists offered specific suggestions for
the role IDEC should play in the next decade, which include:
1. Contributing to the revision of the Establishment Act of
Japan Overseas Cooperation Volunteers.

2. Developing an academic approach for improving relations
between Japan and China/Korea.

3. Communicating and disseminating information to alumni
through newsletters, IDEC webpage and social media servic-
es. Mechanisms for the automatic distribution of information
to alumni should be effective, e.g. mailing lists and mass
communication.

4. Supporting the establishment of Hiroshima-based NGOs
working in the field of international cooperation, e.g. manag-
ing NGO portal sites.

The Pre-seminar provided an important opportunity to
confirm the new objectives as we move towards the 30th
anniversary as well as to recognize the achievements IDEC
attained in the past 20 years. We plan to review and incorpo-
rate the advice and suggestions from the panelists as we for-
mulate a new action plan for IDEC and will release it to the
public at the official ceremony in 2014 marking the 20th anni-
versary of the founding of IDEC.
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It is my great pleasure to announce here that the very first
IDEC Open Day has been held successfully on November 1st
last year. It was indeed a great success with many
participants even from outside of IDEC, many college and
high school students as well as locals having gathered at
IDEC to experience the academic activities, to exchange
international culture, and to know better how wonderful we
are.

IDEC Open Day started out with Open Laboratory where
participants joined the lively discussion of the seminars
where students at IDEC present their research on education,
development, and environmental issues in their home
countries.

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Climate Change, Agriculture and Rural Livelihoods in
Developing Countries by Maharjan and Joshi, August, 2013,
Springer Japan.

This book is about climate change and its relations with
agriculture and rural livelihoods. It is to be noted that not
only climate change affects agriculture, but agriculture has
also contributed to the climate change. Hence, the book
starts by providing a basic understanding of climate change
science followed by the relation of climate change to agricul-
ture, the impact of which is discussed based on the particular
impact of climate change on plant and animal physiology.
Then, it discusses inclusion of the agriculture sector in vari-
ous international climate change negotiations. It also reviews
cost and opportunities for agricultural projects through the
international climate change regimes, specifically the Clean
Development Mechanism under the Kyoto Protocol. With
this background, the book proceeds to an explanation of the
methodologies used to assess the impact of climate change
on agriculture. It is followed by the assessment of climate
change impact on regional agriculture production, food price
and food insecurity. Finally the book empirically discusses
the impact of climate change on agriculture and rural liveli-
hoods in Nepal and future outlook of the issue.

This book makes use of many figures and tables and
explains analytical tools, including formulae and analytical
results in detail for easier understanding of the issue. Hence,
in addition to being a course material for graduate students
of Global Environmental Leaders Education (GELs)
Program, this book will fulfill the needs of the people seeking
to understand the issues of climate change and its relation
with agriculture and rural livelihoods. It is a rare book worth
reading by all the people, including beginners, researchers

and policy makers.
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In Shimizu laboratory, we study the science education

(particularly Pedagogy) in the developing countries. Our
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aims are to bring up scientific ability through science educa-
tion, and to develop country that can discover a problem in
there by oneself, and investigate a solution, and inspect the
effect. Then, it leads to the sustainable development of the
country. To that end, we do not put our priority on the meth-
odological issues, such as "how can tell information about
nature effectively?', or "how you can explain clearly?".
Instead we put principal object “How do you forge an intellec-
tual power by being involved with a phenomenon of nature”..
As of the January in 2014, three Japanese, two Cambodian,
and one African student are studying in our laboratory. The
areas of the studies are upbringing of the scientific process
skill, the development of the student-centered class, the
development pattern of the professional skill of the teachers.
With the scientific process skill, it is interpreted as the think-
ing skills that a scientist generally uses in the case of scientif-
ic research such as an observation skill, a predictive skill, an
experiment plan skill, the hypothesis setting skill. We believe
that such skills are higher in versatility than individual scien-
tific knowledge and concept in the developing country and
study these upbringings. In addition, it is necessary for child
oneself to establish the scene utilizing a skill as much as pos-
sible to raise such a skill, and the study about upbringing of
the teacher who can carry out the development of the core
class and the class of a child of that purpose goes at the same

time.
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On 14" and 15™ of December, 2013, the International
Education Development Forum (IEDF) was held at IDEC. It
attracted 74 participants altogether including students and
professors from various universities including Kobe, Nagoya,
Waseda, Ehwa Women’s, Hong Kong National, Seoul
National, and Hiroshima. The IEDF has been held annually
since 2004 in order to a construct network among students
from different universities. Hiroshima University is this
year’s host, and IDEC students organized the forum. Most of
us were not so familiar with the past experience in the IEDF,
but that enabled us to bring new ideas into the IEDF and we
aimed to foster a better relationship between participants.

This year’s IEDF was consisted of three sessions: 1.
Research sharing, 2. Lecture meeting, and 3. Workshop. In
the session of research sharing, we arranged a long discus-
sion time, and formed groups based on their research inter-
est. Each group had participants from different universities,
so that they could receive advice from professors from differ-
ent universities, and could have active discussions with each
other. In the lecture meeting, Mr. Mochizuki from World
Vision Japan gave the presentation about “Overview of
International NGO and Its Challenges for Better” based on

his rich experiences in international cooperation. During the
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workshop, students and professors sat around several tables
and shared their ideas frankly on the topic of “What is your
ideal image of international cooperation in the future?”.
According to the results of questionnaire, most partici-
pants were really satisfied and could actively interact with
each other in the forum. We hope that the network built in
the IEDF this year can create tangible results in international

cooperation in the future.

Title: Does Corruption pay in Indonesia? If so, who are the
benefited the most?

Dr. Rimawan assesses the discrepancies in sentencing
corruptors by judges in Indonesia’s judicial system. The data
are based on the Supreme Court’s decisions during the
period of 2001-2012. The defendants have been classified into
five groups depending on their scales of corruptions. Logistic
and Tobin’s logistic (TOBIT) regressions have been used to
analyze both the likelihood and the intensity of sentencing
offenders, respectively, with particular punishments. The
results show that the probability and the intensity of
sentencing across various types of punishment may not
necessary corresponds to the scale of corruptions. Offenders
who committed petty and small scales corruption tend to be
punished more severely than their medium, large and grand
corruptors.

Dr. Ikegami reported the application of a promising
innovation in insurance design — index-based insurance — that
seeks to bring the benefits of formal insurance to help
manage the weather-related risks faced by rural crop and
livestock producers in low-income countries. He highlighted
the research and development agenda of a comprehensive
effort to piloting the insurance aimed at protecting the
pastoral populations of Northern Kenya and Southern
Ethiopia from the droughtrelated livestock mortality risk
that they face. He elaborated the pastoral economy in the
regions and the process of implementation from the
preparation for the pilots, the launches of pilots in Marsabit
County in Northern Kenya in 2010 and in Borena Zone in
Southern Ethiopia in 2012 up to now.

In 8th November 2013, Typhoon Haiyan (local name
Yolanda) made landfall over Samar Island in the central
Philippine, and brought record-breaking meteorological
conditions and unprecedented disasters. In the seminar, Prof.
Yamashita gave us the background information on typhoon
and storm surge mechanisms followed by talks on numerical
modelings from Drs. Kim and Lee. Dr. Kim addressed on the
detailed numerical modeling on the waves and storm surges

The seminar also gave us
insights on how extreme weathers cause disasters and
introduced two different state-of-the-art modeling
technologies to predict such extreme conditions.

Regimes Regulating the International Carriage of Goods
HEF Date: December 20, 2013
By its very nature, international transportation involves two
or more countries. In theory, it would be possible for each
country involved in a multinational transaction to regulate
the parties involved according to its own domestic law (and
to a considerable extent that happens in practice). But it is
often beneficial to have uniform rules to regulate
international transportation in the same way in all countries.
Prof. Sturley’s lecture focused on historical overview of the
international regime construction for regulating the
international carriage of goods, a central aspect of
international transportation law. The lecture began with the
first successful effort, the Warsaw Convention, which
governs not only international passenger traffic but also the
carriage of goods by air, was concluded in 1929.
After introducing more recent ambitious but unsuccessful
effort of the U.N. Conference on Trade and Development
(UNCTAD), a Multimodal Convention — a single regime
governing the entire journey of international trade, the
lecture concluded to discussed the most important recent
development in international transportation law, the U.N.
Commission on International Trade Law (UNCITRAL),
popularly known as the “Rotterdam Rules.”
