to the optimal state.

Students with diversified background gather to IDEC from
all over the world. On top of their rich practical experience
and knowledge, they all have sharp awareness of the issues
faced by their home countries and strong motivation toward
the development. It would be great if I could share them with
you, strive with you to solve the issue and make any progress

in the development process, and hopefully to equip all of you
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with the arts and science necessary to pursue it
independently for the future. This is my goal at IDEC.

Lastly, I would like to express my sincere gratitude to all of
you for your hearty welcome, and to let you know that I am
very happy and highly honored to be part of this splendid
community of IDEC.

“Sustainable transport in Asia” edited by Fujiwara and Zhang,

June, 2013, Springer

This book aims to provide a good understanding of and
perspective on sustainable transport in Asia by focusing on
economic, environmental, and social sustainability. It is widely
acknowledged that the current situation and trends in
transport are not always sustainable in Asia, due in part to the
fast-growing economy and the astounding speed of
urbanization as well as least-mature governance. As essential
research material, the book provides strong support for
policy makers and planners by comprehensively covering
three groups of strategies, characterized by the words
“avoid” (e.g., urban form design and control of car
ownership), “shift” (e.g., establishing comprehensive
transportation systems and increasing public transportation
systems for both intracity and intercity travel), and
“improve” (e.g., redesign of paratransit system, low-emission

vehicles, intelligent transportation systems, and eco-life).

These are elaborated in the book alongside consideration of
the uncertainty of policy effects in the future. The book is
also valuable for scholars and scientists because of the
diverse methodologies presented and proposed herein.
Among those are the four-step model with full feedback
mechanisms, the bi-level programming model with
sustainability goals, data envelopment analysis and stochastic
frontier analysis approaches, structural equation models,
discrete and/or continuous choice models, copula-based
models, survival models, and driving risk models with short-
term memory. Using data collected from more than ten Asian
cities, including those in both developed and developing
nations, the pathway to sustainable transport in Asia

gradually becomes clear.

Nakazono, May 2013, Minerva Publishing Co.

This book is the third of Minerva Global Sttudies Series,
which follows Europe and International Order and The U.S.A
and International Order.

It is also a textbook which intended for under graduate
student and ordinary citizens, and inserts many kinds of
pictures and titles to help them understand China.

This book mainly covers from the “Western Impact’ in the
period of a Chinese-centric empire of 19th century to the
nation building of New China, and rapid economic
development through reforms and open-door policy of 20th
century .

We try to find out how China develop its diplomacy in the
existing international order. Main purpose of this book is to
understand not only the history of Chinese foreign policy, ,

but also China located in the International order.

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In the line of long term research initiatives on poverty
alleviation through effective utilization of photovoltaic
technologies in rural areas of the least developing world
conducted by Department of Development Policy in IDEC,
this research project succeeds the past project on rapid
expansion of solar home systems (SHSs) in rural
Bangladesh (Grants-in-Aid for Scientific Research (B)
FY2010-FY2012: (PI: Shinji Kaneko)). Whereas the former
project primarily focused on purchasing behaviors of private
commodities and compared households between with and
without SHSs, this project focuses on solar water pumping
systems (SWPSs) as community club goods and studies on
benefits measurements while coping with self-selection
biases by randomized field experiments and institutional
design of government subsidy program for further
promotion. More specifically, major research challenges of
the project are: what interventions are effective for enlarging
the socioeconomic benefits generated by the savings of time
and labor for daily watering activities and how such benefits
are measured?; what interventions are effective in order to
facilitate consensus building at community and how
government subsidy program can be improved to support
community decision making?

As the first project year in FY2013, we plan to conduct
large-scale baseline survey through which a system of long-
term monitoring and data collection is established at selected
communities. Since the project will continue for four years,
various socio economics data in both communities of treated
group and control group are expected to be collected. It
should be noted that local counterparts consist of Alternative
Energy Promotion Center (AEPC), which has collaborative
relationship with IDEC as host institution of IDEC interns in
Nepal, Prof Ram Manohar Sthrestha who has stayed in IDEC
as visiting professor in 2010, and two IDEC/GELs PhD
alumni of Dr. Niraj Prakash Jhoshi and Dr. Luni Piya.
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I belong to the Peace and Coexistence Course of IDEC. I

major in International Relations, and studies International

Relations of East Asia, especially China’s Politics and Foreign
Policy.

My major writings are ‘The negotiations on Hong Kong's
Reversion, (Kokusai-shoin 1989), ‘China in 20th Century’
(Tokyo UP). Recently, my new book has been published.

The title of the textbook is ‘China and International Order
(Minerva.2013) which intended for under graduate student
and ordinary citizens. And, 1 teach the class of ‘Peace
Diplomacy’ where I intend to raise awareness concerning
how International conflict should be solved peacefully.

I had been long in Hong Kong, totally about 5 years. I
studied in Chinese University of Hong Kong for 2 years
during graduate school day, later worked at Japanese
Consulate General for 2 years, and stayed at Chinese
University as a visiting scholar.

I uses Hong Kong as my base of study, and conduct
operations of China watcher work through Hong Kong. In
order to analyze the issue of inside and outside China, Hong
Kong is the most suitable place to access the information on
China,

Majority of the students in my seminar are usually Chinese
students, but now 3 Doctoral Course students (Vietnamese,
Lao, Malaysian), 2 Master Course students (both Chinese),
and Research Students (Chinese, Japanese).

Their research topics are as follows. ‘Taiwan’s Space in
ASEAN + 3', ‘Vietnam's Foreign Policy in the Post-Cold War
Era’, ‘The Structure of Corruption in China, On
Negotiations of FTA among Japan, China, and South Korea’,
China’s Policy towards African Countries, and etc. Not only
concentrating on research, we deepen a friendship among us
by going on a picnic under the cherry blossoms in sprig, and

sometimes holding a dinner party.
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As we informed in the IDEC Newsletter No.33, the Board
of Trustees in the IDEC Alumni Association (IAA) have
made a proposal to consider “Merging the function of IAA
