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Researchers and specialists engaged in the recovery following the Fukushima Daiichi Nuclear Power Plant
accident of 2011 faced the complex circumstances and disparate factors of a radiation disaster. This
experience led them to the realization that a new field of academic study was essential. This field needed to
include cross disciplinary research effort based on diverse knowledge and unique technological applications.
Hiroshima University’s Phoenix Leader Education Program aims to meet this need by developing the field of
radiation disaster recovery studies and achieving results that can be implemented during the recovery from a
radiation disaster.

In this symposium, with the theme of ‘Revitalization Strategies after a Radiation Disaster’, researchers and
specialists drawn from different fields will lecture on their research and practical achievements, as well as
lead a cross-disciplinary dialogue aimed at obtaining useful suggestions for recovery. Panel discussions will
also be held in order to share thoughts, ideas and recommendations for potential future actions in radiation
disaster recovery. Graduate students will also receive direct advice and guidance on their areas of study and
research presentations. In short, the overall symposium program aims to enlighten participants and to bring
clarity to significant issues facing radiation disaster recovery studies relative to the Phoenix Leader Education
Program.
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
