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Handbook for Contributors of the Journal of International Development and
Cooperation

Journal Committee, IDEC Amended: 1 July 2012

1. Categories of Contributions
Categories are; (1) Reviews, (2) Articles, (3) Reports, (4)
Research Notes, and (5) Others. The respective categories are
defined below. All the contributions should be those appropriate
to the scope of IDEC. The category shall be proposed by the
author(s) and determined by the Journal Committee.
(1) Reviews: the papers that review comprehensively the
relevant studies on a subject.
(2) Articles: the high quality papers that contain the original
findings.
(3) Reports: the papers that report useful results, but the
originality is not necessary.
(4) Research Notes: the papers that contain the original
findings but do not reach the level of articles.

2. Qualification of Contributors

Full-time staffs of IDEC, other staffs related to IDEC,
graduate students of IDEC, research students of IDEC,
research assistants of IDEC, and those who are recognized to
be appropriate to contribute by the Journal Committee can
contribute to the Journal. However, contributions by graduate
students of IDEC or research students of IDEC are subject to
prior examination by their academic advisors and required to
submit a recommendation letter.

3. Style of Manuscripts

(1) Using A4 paper, a manuscript has a fixed format of 80
strokes and 36 lines and shall not exceed 25 pages or
approximately 14,400 words including an abstract, figures
and tables. The Journal Committee may impose on
contributors the cost of those exceeding 20 pages at the
completion of printing.

(2) The structure of manuscripts of any category shall be as
follows:

1) The first page shall contain the category of contribution
(whether Review, Article, Report or Research Note),
title, name and title of the author(s), and the name of
affiliated institution of the author(s) and its address. The
abstract, main text, (notes and acknowledgement, if
necessary) and references should constitute on the second
page and after.

2) The name of the author(s) or whatever may infer the
same shall not in principle appear in the second page and
after.

(3) The rules for notes and references are in the following:

1) Notes
There are other methods'.” (The number of note shall be

put at the upper side.)
All notes shall be placed together at the end.

2) References

In the text:
‘... is thus argued (Yamashita, 1995).
“Yamashita (1995) argues ....”
In the case of two joint authors, the surnames of both
shall be written, and in the case of three and more, those
authors other than the first shall be referred to as ‘et al.’
If necessary to refer to different sentences of the same

material, show the page number(s) as follows:

‘..., said he (Nehru, 1961, 210-211).

In the bibliography:
The references shall be arranged in alphabetical order of
the first author and, if two or more publications for the
same author, in order of publishing date. Publications by
the same author and published in the same year shall be
marked a, b, c, ...in order of publication date (Yamashita,
1995a). The list shall be in the following:

Articles:
Name(s) of author(s) (if more than two, name of the first
author, et al.), (Year of publication), Title, Editor(s)
(unnecessary if periodicals), Title of book or periodical,
Vol.(no.) (unnecessary if books), Place of publication
(unnecessary if periodicals), Name of publisher
(unnecessary if periodicals, but decision is left to the
author whether to put these data to distinguish them from
others), Pages concerned.

Examples:

Giles, H., and Wiemann, M. (1987), Language, social
comparison, and power, C. Berger and H. Chaffee eds.,
Handbook of Communication Science, Beverly Hills,
SAGE, 350-384.

Yoshimura, Y., et al. (1997), Reproductive physiology in
domestic hens: As a basic knowledge to improve
poultry production in Asian countries, Journal of
International Development and Cooperation (Hiroshima
University), 3 (1), 27-41

Books:
Name(s) of author(s) (if more than one, name of the first
author, et al.), (Year of publication), Title, Place of
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publication, Name of publisher.

Example:
Schneider, S., and Londer, R. (1998), The Coevolution of
Climate and Life, San Francisco, Sierra Club Books.

4. Submission of Manuscripts

(1) Word processing software must be used to prepare
manuscripts. The manuscript of any category shall be
submitted in the form of a hard copy (one set) as well as a
soft copy (preferably, MS Word) before the deadline fixed
by the Journal Committee. If the Journal Committee
concludes to publish your contribution, both a hard copy
and a soft copy will be required once again.

(2) Figures shall be drawn as can be photoengraved.
Notes to the figures must be indicated on the separate
sheets. The positions for figures and tables must be
specified in the main text.

(3) A separate sheet indicating category of the contribution
(Review, Article, Report or Research Notes), title, name of
the author(s), and corresponding address and/or phone
number must be attached.

(4) Manuscripts shall be submitted to the IDEC library. The
soft copy of the manuscript shall be attached to an email
and be sent to the above IDEC library (koku-
tosho@office.hiroshima-u.ac.jp).

(5) The Journal Committee shall in principle reject manuscripts
not abiding by this Handbook.

5. Miscellanies
For further inquires, please refer to the previous issues of
the Journal or contact the Journal Committee members. For
your information, Articles shall be reviewed by the two
referees: one from within the university and the other from
outside. Manuscripts of the other categories shall be reviewed
by one referee selected within the university.
